1. Why is the team participating in the EyeRide for Sight? Traditionally students in the UK have a “Gap Year” or one full year off between leaving high school and going on to university. The team has decided to use this year to embark on a journey across the US while raising awareness for a worthy cause. 
The each of the team members lives have been touched in some way by eye disease. So, they all truly understand the impact of vision loss and are delighted to find an organization that works to prevent blindness.
2. Why have the cyclists chosen to raise awareness for a US charity? The entire team has a history of working abroad for charity. Other countries that have benefitted from their good work include France, South Africa and Malawi.

3. How have you been training? The team has been training for the last three months, riding approximately 60 miles per day.
4. When do you anticipate arriving in Washington DC? The EyeRide for Sight team will arrive in Washington DC in mid-July. An event will be held to honor their arrival.
5. How many miles a day is the team going to ride? The team will ride 50-70 miles per day and have one rest day each week.
